straight forward budget from Chief, he cut five sets to three sets of gear; Magnolia Ambulance is next

went to a presentation at Magnolia Ambulance-they presented to us how much it costs to operate, they are splitting up their budget by percentages of calls, we are second in calls
Kane
they were expecting to come out ahead for 2024, they came ahead because they didn’t have to pay for the rig

Badey
they are also requested $50,000 to go toward a new ambulance

Discussion was had about the operations of other ambulance organizations within the county

Consensus
budget $16,000 for their operations
Badey
I will reach out to them

Ciminera
public works-went over everything with Dave Schiavo-he did a great job, we really didn’t have to make any cuts

Discussion was had regarding Letter 8 Media and was decided to budget $10,000 for 2025 as needed
Ciminera
capital-proposing $1 million-$50,000 down payment, includes 2 new trash trucks, $170,000 for Juniper Avenue that we have a grant for; money from historical house-
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amend capital ordinance and buy two police cars; we were assured that the fire truck will not be ready this year

Badey
the fire truck sales rep told us that we weren’t going to be in the 2025 production line, most likely April or May of 2026 and delivery fall of 2027

trash trucks-going to speak with Dave Schiavo about them but requested two
